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Introduction

Promote and improve mental
wellbeing factors

Existing literature suggests that the state of an individual’s mental
health is a product of the environment within which they find
themselves. Factors which create a mental imbalance as a
consequence of increased stimuli include a general feeling of density
and lack of open space, overcrowding, noise, smells, constantly
changing visual stimuli, a sense of disarray and pollution. Further, an
absence of appropriate employment can also detrimentally impact on
mental health as work that satisfies a person has been demonstrated
to build up identity and social status in societies where working is the
norm.

It is said that a positive state of mental health can be nurtured by
providing inclusive access to green space, proximal services and
legible environments. These act to combat social exclusion and help
foster communities which contribute to alleviating depression.

It is considered that the Draft Local Plan 2016 includes policies which
positively address the range of issues highlighted above even though
‘mental health’ itself is not directly mentioned. As such, it is considered
that the Plan appropriately acts to ‘promote and improve mental
wellbeing factors’.

Yes

It is not considered that making explicit
references throughout relevant policies to
‘mental health’ will change the outcome or
effectiveness of those policies. However,
there may be merit in including a paragraph
relating to how spatial planning can impact
on mental health in ‘Chapter 13: Promoting
Healthy Communities’ which could be drawn
from the Health and Wellbeing topic paper.
